Sundays Mornings ï  

Life & Times Class - Join us as we study: Jesus & His Jewish Influences.  Jesus - a Jewish man from first-century Judea - 
was perhaps the most influential person in world history. His life and beliefs sparked a movement that influenced the 
course of global civilization, and his teachings gave rise to a faith currently practiced by over two billion people around 
the world. And yet, as revolutionary and lasting as his ideas are, few of us think to ask: Where did they come from?  

It's important to realize that Jesus' actions and teachings didn't emerge from a vacuum. Rather, they were the products of 
a fascinating dialogue with - and reaction to - the traditions, cultures, and historical developments of ancient Jewish 
beliefs. In search of a more complete comprehension of Jesus' legacy, this course explores fundamental questions 
such as: How was early Judaism different from the Rabbinic Judaism practiced today? What kind of world did early 
Jewish sects envision, and how does Jesus' worldview relate to theirs? How did events like the Babylonian exile and 
the reign of Herod the Great affect the development of Judaism up to Jesus' time? 

Follow an acclaimed archaeologist to unearth the roots of Jesus' actions and teachings within the traditions and beliefs of 
ancient Judaism. These fascinating 24 lectures approach the subject of Jesus from a historical rather than scriptural 
perspective - one rooted in ancient texts and archaeological discoveries. This investigation reveals hidden insights 
into how the tumultuous events of early Jewish history shaped an individual - and a movement - whose legacy en-
dures to this day.  (Room 101 at 9:00 am) 

Wesleyan Class ï Join us for a seven-week discussion of the book, In Praise of Doubt:  How to have convictions without 
becoming a fanatic, by Peter Berger and Anton Zijderveld.  In In Praise of Doubt, these two world-renowned social 
scientists map out how we can survive the religious, moral and political challenges raised by the extreme poles of rel-
ativism and fundamentalism.  A book that asks and answers Big Questions, In Praise of Doubt offers invaluable guid-
ance on the cultural battlegrounds where consensus has broken down.  The authors are optimistic:  they believe that 
moral progress is on the march and that moderation is a virtue everyone can agree on.  This book is a serious attempt 
to explain how to find middle ground between convictionðreligious or otherwiseðand doubt. (Parlor at 9:00 am) 

Bible Exploration - Join us as we study John: The Gospel of Light & Life by Adam Hamilton.  The Gospel of John is the 
most deeply spiritual of the four gospels. This writing is filled with rich images and profound truths, but John notes that 
his aim in writing the gospel is that readers will not only believe in Jesus Christ, but that they ñmay have life in his 
name.ò  In this study youôll follow the life, ministry, death, and resurrection of Jesus through the Gospel of John and 
understand the context of some of the best-known verses in the New Testament. (Room 207 at 9:00 am)
